FEMA Environmental Regulations for HMGP Projects
The Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) has developed regulations to implement the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). These regulations, as set forth in Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Parts 1500—1508, require an investigation of the potential environmental impacts of a proposed federal action, and an evaluation of alternatives as part of the environmental assessment process. The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) regulations that establish the agency-specific process for implementing NEPA are set forth in 44 CFR Subpart 10.

Following are excerpts from FEMA’s regulations for implementing NEPA that apply to funding HMGP projects:
44 CFR 10.4(a)  POLICY
FEMA shall act with care to assure that, in carrying out its responsibilities, including disaster planning, response and recovery and hazard mitigation and flood insurance, it does so in a manner consistent with national environmental policies. Care shall be taken to assure, consistent with other considerations of national policy, that all practical means and measures are used to protect, restore, and enhance the quality of the environment, and to avoid or minimize adverse environmental consequences.

FEMA shall:

1. Assess environmental consequences of FEMA actions, in accordance with sections 10.9 and 10.10 of this Subpart, and Parts 1500—1508 of the CEQ regulations;
2. Use a systematic, interdisciplinary approach that will ensure the integrated use of the natural and social sciences, and environmental considerations, in planning and decision-making where there is a potential for significant environmental impact;

3. Ensure that presently unmeasured environmental amenities are considered in the decision-making process;

4. Consider reasonable alternatives to recommended courses of action in any proposal that involves conflicts concerning alternative uses of resources;

5. Make available to States, counties, municipalities, institutions, and individuals advice and information useful in restoring, maintaining, and enhancing the quality of the environment.

44 CFR 10.7(c)(2)  RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE APPLICANT
The applicant shall:
1. Contact [Arizona Division of Emergency Management (ADEM) Mitigation Office; FEMA Region IX] as early as possible in the planning process for guidance on the scope and level of environmental information required to be submitted in support of their application;

2. Conduct any studies which are deemed necessary and appropriate by FEMA to determine the impact of the proposed action on the human environment;

3. Consult with appropriate Federal, regional, State, and local agencies and any other potentially interested parties during preliminary planning stages to ensure that all environmental factors are identified;

4. Submit applications for all Federal, regional, State, and local approvals as early as possible in the planning process;

5. Notify [ADEM Mitigation Office; FEMA Region IX] as early as possible of all other Federal, regional, State, local, and Indian tribal actions required for project completion so that FEMA more coordinate al Federal environmental reviews; and

6. Notify [ADEM Mitigation Office; FEMA Region IX] of all known parties potentially affected by or interested in the proposed action.

Regardless of the CATEX level, the applicant and/or designated applicant agent MUST sign the project conditions and assurances in Part VI.

Part V:  Categorical Exclusions
According to 44 CFR 10.8(d), CEQ regulations at 40 CFR 1508.4 provide for the categorical exclusion (CATEX) of actions that do not individually or cumulatively have a significant impact on the human environment, and for which, therefore, neither an environmental assessment (EA) nor an environmental impact statement (EIS) is required.
As defined in 44 CFR 10.8(d)(1), the criteria used to determine those categories include: minimal or no impact on environmental quality; no significant change to existing environmental conditions; and no significant cumulative environmental impact.
Projects to be implemented with funding through HMGP will be examined to determine the amount of environmental analysis and documentation necessary, and whether the project can be categorically excluded from further review. The associated regulations and further details may be found in 44 CFR Part 10, and FEMA Environmental Policy Memo #5.
Projects that qualify to be categorically excluded must still comply with the applicable Federal, State, and local statutes.

Level 1 CATEX

Categorically excludable FEMA actions that are of a day-to-day administrative nature and generally have no potential to impact the environment require no NEPA documentation. These actions are described in 44 CFR 10.8(d)(2)(i-vi, viii, x-xi, xiv, xviii-xix) and outlined in the following table. Unless available information indicates to the contrary, extraordinary circumstances need not be addressed at this level.
Level 2 CATEX

Categorically excludable actions that generally have no potential to impact the environment require no documentation except that which might be necessary with respect to historic resources. These actions are described in 44 CFR 10.8(d)(2)(vii, ix, xii, xiii, xv, xvii) and outlined in the following table. When required, the administrative record should document all consultation and agreements implemented to comply with the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA). If the action is in compliance with the NHPA, the only NEPA recordation required is the notation of the particular qualifying CATEX on the application, approval, or funding document. The potential for extraordinary circumstances related to the proposed action must still be addressed but may be determined by FEMA. If the nature of a particular action is such that

extraordinary circumstances can be expected, it should be reviewed and documented at Level 3. Projects that qualify for Level 2 CATEX require consultation with the appropriate agencies outlined in the preceding Environmental Questionnaire. 
Level 3 CATEX

Any action that can be categorically excluded and is not covered in Levels 1 and 2 requires a full CATEX review and documentation as described in the FEMA NEPA Desk Reference. This includes actions described in 44 CFR 10.8(d)(2)(xvi) or actions in any category where there is an expectation of possible extraordinary circumstances. Because these actions have some potential to impact the environment, a careful inquiry to identify extraordinary circumstances is required, including consultation with resource agencies as appropriate. Because of the potential for extraordinary circumstances and, thus, for an EA to be needed, FEMA must conclude NEPA review and documentation of these actions prior to initiation of the action. Projects that qualify for Level 3 CATEX require consultation with the appropriate agencies outlined in the preceding Environmental Questionnaire. Additionally, three alternatives must be evaluated using the questionnaire in the Evaluation of Alternatives for Level 3 CATEX form.
